To be eligible for Bridges, you must have left the foster 
care system after turning 18 and be under the age of 21. 
You must also meet at least one of the following criteria:
  •  �Be completing secondary education or a program 

leading to an equivalent credential.
  •  �Be enrolled in college or other post-secondary school.
  •  �Be participating in a program or activity designed to 

remove barriers to employment.
  •  �Be employed at least 80 hours a month.
  •  �Or be incapable of doing any of the above activities due 

to a physical or mental health condition.

Eligibility requirements

You may be out of foster care. 
But you’re far from alone.
A Bridges representative will work with you - connecting you 
to the people and resources you need to make a successful 
transition into adult life.
